The purpose of this research was to study the improving Prathomsuksa 4
students’ speaking skill through task-based leaming at Santa Cruz Convent School
Bangkok. The sample group included 50 Prathomsuksa 4/2 students. The instruments
were 1) 5 task-based lesson plans 2} 34 items of achievement test 3) self assessment
form. Learning achievement was evaluated through one group pretest-posttest design.
Data were statistically analyzed in percentage, mean score, standard deviation and
t-test dependent.

The findings revealed that Prathomsuksa 4 students’ speaking skill at Santa
Cruz Convent School Bangkok before and after the task-based learning was

statistically different at 0.05.
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TASK BASED LESSON PLAN 1

LEVEL: Prathom Four

OBJECTIVE: To teach students how to improve their communication skills on using a yes/no

question in the present Simple Tense, through a task based activity, “Find someone who....”
TIME: 50 minutes

DESCRIPTION:

Students use a checklist as they walk around the room trying to find a person who has a
certain characteristic. When students find “someone who eats cereal every mornihg" or
“someone who watches TV at night,” they write that person’s name on their checklist of paper
and move on the next person with the hope that that pcrson. meets one of the other characteristics
on the master list. The goal is to meet and talk to as may people as possible within the time limit
in order to put one name by each of the characteristics. The teacher should keep the activity

simple for Prathom students, use humor, and let the students have fun.

RESOURCES:

“Find someone who...” worksheet

PREPARATION STAGE
1. First, the teacher should brainstorm and prepare six (6) characteristics using vocabulary
that the students are familiar with. This is a fluency activity, the main purpose of the
teacher in doing this activity is to review or recycle vocabulary for students and perhaps
even lean one or two new words. This activity is to get students talking and the teacher

should limit the difficulty of the language used in the class.

2. The teacher should try to vary the questions so that it will be easy to find a person for

some characteristics but not so easy for others (in order to challenge the students, but the
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teacher must try to make the questions simple.) The teacher can use language books or
the internet for references of the questions to be used for the activity, Easy questions
may be like: “find someone who has a brother,” or “find someone who likes fish.”
Difficult question may be like: “find someone who doesn’t like cats,” or “find someone
who lives in a big house,” The teacher should mix up the easy and difficult questions on

the sheets.

LANGUAGE FOCUS
Alm: To raise students’ awareness about the target language.
Asking a Friend (Forming a Yes/No Question in the Present Simple Tense)
One way to form a yes/no questions is using the auxiliary do or does. For this particular
activity, the teacher should explain that Do is always followed by the subject “you” and then a

verb in the infinitive (note: without “t0™). Here is the format:

Do you eat fish?
Auxiliary subject verb object
verb

To answer a yes/no question, the students can say:

® Yes, Ido. I brush my teeth in the morning

® Np Idon’t Idon’t eatsushi.

(Note: Explain that the questions to be used in this activity shall follow the same format. The
teacher should teach the students how to answer the questions in complete sentences in order to

consolidate the learning of the target grammar.)

Sample Conversation:
Teacher: Do you brush your teeth in the morning?

Students: Yes, 1 do. I brush my teeth every morning.
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Teacher: Do you eat sushi?

Students: No, I don’t. I don't eat sushi.
Teacher: Do you have a pet dog?
Students: Yes, I do. I have a pet dog.
Teacher: Do you watch TV at night?
Students: Yes, I do. I watch TV at night.
Teacher: Do you drink milk in the evening?

Students: No 1 don’t. I don’t drink milk in the evening.

PRE-TASK WARMER (15 minutes)

Aim: To prepare students for the task, to engage their attention.

i.

Tell students that they are going to play a game to find out things they might not know
about each other. They wiil have a few minutes to fill out a survey sheet. Announce that
the class is gbing to do a brief interview activity in which each student will ask people a
question to find out if they do a certain activity. The goal is to ask everyone in class until
students find someone who does that activity or has that characteristic.

On the board, write two examples of characteristics from your sheet. Tell students not to
give the answer right now. Ask them to think how they would answer if someone asked
them right now, “Excuse me. Do you read the newspaper every mormning? “What would
their answer options be? (Yes, I do or No, I don’t.)

Hold. up a copy of the activity worksheets. Explain that students are to walk around the
room and find people who have the characteristics described on the sheet. When they
find someone who says yes to one of their questions, they write the name in the blank
provided and go on to the next question with another person. Ask them to find as many

different people as possible, nsing each person’s name only once.

EXECUTING THE TASK (20 minutes)

1.

Distribute the Find Someone Who survey sheets (below). Make sure that everyone gets a

copy. Upon receiving one, ask the students to write their names on their worksheet.
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The teacher should practice the activity once before actually starting is so that the
students will witness an example of what to do. Go through the worksheet together then

let the students ask the teacher and the teacher answers.

Example:
Students: Excuse me, do you like pizza?

Teacher: Yes, I do. I like pizza.

Be sure everyone understands the instructions of this activity. Then, ask everyone to hold
their pens and their papers. Then ask them to stand up,

Begin the activity. The teacher should participate as well and keep roaming around and
monitoring the students at the same time,

Important: The teacher should make sure that the students aren’t copying other students’
work and that the students are really speaking in English.

Continue until the students complete the worksheet, and then ask them to sit down and

review their worksheets,

POST TASK (15 minutes)

Aim: Given the opportunity to have extra time. This activity aims to give the students a chance to

repeat (and hopefully improve) the task.

Ask students to work with a partner that they haven’t worked with yet during this class. Tell them
to repeat the same task as they did at the beginning of the class, but that they should try to include

the target structure used to into their speaking.

Once students have practiced together, ask a couple to report back to the class what they talked
about with their partner. Use this time to focus on accuracy, i.e. correct what they say if they

make mistakes using the target language.

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TASK BASED LESSON PLAN 2

LEVEL: Prathom Four

OBJECTIVE: To enable students to use the present Simple Tense of Verbs when talking about
daily routines and to reinforce learning of vocabulary on daily activities that will build confidence
in speaking English

TIME: 50 minutes

DESCRIPTION:

The lesson will serve as a review and will focus on using the Present Tense in expressing
habitual activities through daily routines. After the class discussion, the class will be given a task
to complete. The students will be asked to choose a buddy and each pair will receive a copy of a
blank daily routine interview sheet. Then each student shall interview their partner and write

down their answers on the space provided on each worksheet.

' RESOURCES:
® Pictures of Superheroes (Superwoman, Batman, Superman, etc.)

'®  Blank daily schedule sheets

PREPARATION STAGE:

I First, the teacher has to prepare pictures of popular superheroes that the students find
interesting.

2. Then, prepare a daily routine list of this supper hero. The teacher must be sure that the
students have prior knowledge with the vocabularies to be used (ex. Get up, take a bath,
get dressed, eat breakfast etc...)

3. The teacher must bear in mind that this activity is 2 fluency activity which aims to review
or recycle vocabulary and perhaps even learn one or two new words, but the main
purpose of this activity is to get students talking for a purpose and, thus, limit the

difficulty of the langnage used and increase their confidence in speaking.
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4. The teacher must also remember to keep the discussion alive and let the students have

fun because the topic being discussed is about daily routines of superheroes.

LANGUAGE FOCUS:
Aim: To raise students’ awareness about the target language.

Using the Present Simple Tense for Habitual Activities

The students should use the following format in speaking about another person’s daily routine:

he / He gets up at half past six in the morning,
Singular Subject verb + “s” or “es” time

PRE-TASK WARMER (10 minutes)

Aim: To prepare students for the task, to engage their attention.

The teacher will say, “How many of you have seen any movies about superheroes?”
Allow students to answer and share about the moves they’ve secen.

The teacher will then show students pictures different superheroes. Ask the students
questions like, “Does anyone know who this is7" “What does he do?” Allow students to discuss
their ideas in class.

The teacher will say, “Superheroes can get very busy. Let’s pretend that each of you has
been asked to help a superhero. Your task is to keep his daily schedule for him or her.”

The teacher then will give students a few examples of what a superhero might do. Think
of Batman. Write the following examples on the board for students. Explain the format of the
simple present tense as used to state habitual actions like in daily routines.

Singular Subject (Batman =He) +  Verb + “s” or “es” (wake = wakes ete...)
8:00 am- He wakes up and eats his breakfast.

8:30 am- He takes a shower.

9:00 am- He gets dressed in his Bat Suit.
10:00am - He helps people in the city,
12:00am - He eats lunch then takes a short nap.

1:00 pm- He helps people in the city.



5:00 pm - He watches TV.

8:00 pm - He eats dinner.

9:00 pm - He takes a shower.

9: 30 pm - He goes to bed.

Sample Conversation:

Teacher: What time does Batman wake up?
Students: He wakes up at 8:00 in the morning.
Teacher: What does he do at 1 00 in the afternoon?
- Students: He helps the people in the city.

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TASK BASED LESSON PLAN 3

LEVEL: Prathom Four
OBJECTIVE: To enable students to describe a process using Adverbs of Sequence

TIME: 50 minutes

DESCRIPTION: Preparing a Dish

Students will be given the opportunity to work together in small groups and prepare a
dish for a crazy creature. The students will have the chance to be introduced to sequencing of a
process though this activity. The students already have background knowledge in simple
sentence structure. This will aid in their understanding of sequence of events.

This type of learning encourages students to become more active and responsible for
their own leaming environment as well as confident in speaking English.

PRE — TASK WARMER (10 minutes)
Aim: To prepare students for the task, to engage their attention.
1. First ask the students what their favorite food is. Then elicit answer form students.
(Note: Don’t forget to complement what they have said.)

Sample Conversation:

Teacher: What is your favorite food?
Student: My favorite food is spaghetti.
Teacher: Wow, I love spaghetti too!
Student: My ﬁwori_te Jood is pizza.
Teacher: That so und_f really delicious!
Student: I like fried chicken and rice!

Teacher: I like that too!

2. Next, tell the students that one of your favorite is the “Tuna-egg sandwich with
vegetables and of course with matching milk tea”

3. Then the teacher shall ask the students if they know how to prepare their own favorite
meal.
Teacher: “Does anyone in here know how to prepare a cup of milk tea? How about

Tuna - egg sandwich? "
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4. Then first, discuss the simple steps of making cup of milk tea. Remember to write
down these steps on the board for the students to follow on the later activity.

5. Fist, introduce your materials and ingredients.

Teacher: "We will need some kettle, cup, tea bags, milk and sugar”

Teacher: “First, boil some water. Then, pour the water into the cup. Next, put the tea bag into the

éup of water. After that, add some milk and sugar. Finally, drink the milk teq.”

6. Then discuss the procedures of making a much more complex recipe, a tuna-egg sandwich,
Remember to write down these steps on the board for the students to follow on the later
activity,

7. Fist, introduce your ingredients.

Teacher: “Now it's time for us to make another recipe. For the Tuna-egg sandwich, we will need

some boiled eggs, mayonnaise, pepper, onion, salt, tuna chunks, and sugar”

8. Remind the students to use the adverbs of sequencing in teaching the steps.

9. Make sure that students understand cooking terms like boiled, un-shell, chop, mix, spread,

etc...
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10.The steps that will be written on the board and the teacher will demonstrate the food making

infront of the class :

Teacher: “First, you have 10 un-shell the boiled eggs.”

“Then, chop the onions into tiny pieces. ”

“Next, mix the mayonnaise, tuna, hardboiled eggs and onions together. "
“Afier that, put some people, salt and sugar into the mixture.”

“Then, spread the mixture to the bread and add some vegetables. .

“Finally, eat your sandwich.”

EXECUTING THE TASK (30 minutes)

Tell the students that they are going to perform a crazy activity where in they will design a

perfectly delicious meal for someone : A monster, an alien or a crazy creature

2. Divide the students into groups of 5 and hand them out their monster or alien.

3. Ask them to brainstorm on what food they can prepare for each. Tell them that these foods
are out of the ordinary and they can use any ingredient they like. Hand the picture card
ingredients and worksheets to the class, Give each group a few minutes to brainstorm and
assign roles to various group members.

4. Go round giving support where necessary. Surely students will be asking lots of questions at
this time. Go arourid and provide more guidance to students.

3. Once they had finished brainstorming, it is time for class repotting.

6. A spokesperson or group leader reports back to the class. During this time students listen
carefully to every group and later decide which one is best.

POST TAKS (10 minutes)

1. The teacher asks the students to post their work in the class bulletin.

2. During this period, the teacher must pay close attention to any grammatical errors the
student are committing and make sure to correct these mistakes.

3. Before the class ends, gather the students attention once again to review the target

grammar focus,

‘This lesson is designed to give students a good foundation on asking and giving
directions while at the same time, having a lot of fun. Children will learn the commands: turn
left/right, go straight, stop, and go back. At the same time, they will also learn how to ask where
something is.

For example:

“How do I get to the nearest police station?”
“Where :‘;s' the nearest 7-11 in here?”

“Can you please tell me where the museum is? "
“Which way is it to the nearest gas station?”

The procedure of the role play activity simply states that the students will be given
worksheets and will be asked to choose a friend to be a work partner. They will then ask for and
give directions about going to different place as shown in the maps provided to them. The student
asking shall jot down the answers given by their partners and fill in the name of the place in her
worksheet. Afterwards, when the person asking finishes her work, the other students shall begin
doing the same thing done by her buddy.

This is a sample conversation expected to be used in this activity:

Student A: “Excuse me; do you know where the police station is?

Students B: “Yes. It’s on Pink Road.”

Student A: Can you tell me how to get there?

.-.S:tudent B: Sure! You can walk along this road. Turn lefi on soi 15 and then go straight till you

reach Pink Road. The police station is near Central Mall,
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The theories and expressions used should be taught by the teacher prior to conducting the
activity. This is a fairly simple role-play intended for beginners, perfectly suited for very young

learners like Prathom 4 students.

PRE-TASK WARMER (10 minutes)

Write on the whiteboard “Places We Go To”. Have the students give examples of places
they always go to in their everyday lives and I write the board. Once the teacher has
about 10-15 places, stop and move on the step two.

The teacher then tells the students that in Thailand, it is very easy to go to these places
because we are Thailand and we know our way round our areas. But what if we are in
another country and we don’t know the way to go to these places? When we want to go
somewhere and or want to Jook for something it is sometimes easier to ask for directions.
When we do, we have to be able to listen to the directions gi\?en and learn how to use
polite expressions in asking for directions. In this lesson, the students. Have to study
speaking and listening a little more so they can leam how to effectively ask for directions
and or understand a person giving direction.

The teacher then shall discuss with the students some key words they have to remember.
The teacher has to tell the children as well that there are many direction terminologies but
the teacher will cover only the common phrases.

This is an optional part of the lesson plan, Suppose the students are not knowledgeable
about direction words, he can do the following as an orientation of the direction words.
But, if the students are already familiar with direction words, it is up the teacher if this is

going to serve as a review for the kids.
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Teachin ions
Teach Left, Right, Straight, and Back
® The teacher draws four arrows on the board, including up for straight (forward) and down
for back.
® Left and right are taught first; students mimic the teacher several times, gesturing with
the proper hand in the appropriate direction
Students and teacher should be oriented in the same direction, to minimize confusion.
® Arms forward and back, respectively, are the gestures used to teach the remaining two
direction words.
® Following the order written on the board, the four directions can be practiced as a set, as
a chant, several times: left, right, straight, back.
Direction Challenge
8 If the students are not seated in rows and columns, the classroom should be rearranged.
® Picking a student near a comer of the room, the student should pick a direction toward
another student.
® if the teacher says “Go straight,” for example, then the swdents should make a step
forward. The same goes with “turn left, right and go back.”
5. The teacher then has to go through basic directions with the students, such as
“Turn left”
“Turn right”
“Go Straight Ahead”

This time, show a map to the whole class. The class shail look at the map and
felicity vocabulary about giving directions. Expect that by this time: most of the students
may already have knowledge about these direction words, so it is ok to have the students
give other direction phrases.

Have the class read and repeat the direction words used. Be sure they understand

the meaning each.
6. Using the map, the teacher then teaches the students on giving information, starting from
one place then going to another. Mark all the places the students have been to until all

places in the map has been marked.

Once they already know how to reach that certain place, ask the students to write down
the name of the place in the blank area on the map.

This maybe the fun part as the students love to find the places on the map and the figure
out the best way to get there. The teacher should roam around the class then and check
on the students while also correct the direction phrases they use or give then better ones
if they’re having trouble explaining.

In the last part of the lesson plan, keep the students in pairs and give them minutes to

check their answers.,

POST TASK (10 minutes)

When they have finished, have a pair or two to act out their role plays, making
corrections where necessary.

Then, work with the whole class, ask the questions given on the worksheets and call out
students to answer. The teacher can review the task, by firs talking about question and
answer on Student A worksheets then proceed to Student B worksheets. The teacher shall
ask the students about questions based on the work sheets and the students can give the
answer in unison.

Make sure that students check their own answers and find out if they are right or wrong

Before the class ends, gather the students attention once again to review the target

grammar focus.
