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ABSTRACT

The purposes of the research were: 1) to compare the listening skills of Mattayomsuksa 4
students before and after learning through information transfer technique and 2) to study their
satisfaction towards learning through information transfer technique. The sample included thirty-
five students of Mattayomsuksa 4 at Sainampeung School. The research instruments included
1) lesson plans 2) pretest and posttest and 3) a set of questionnaire. Data were statistically
analyzed by mean, standard deviation, and t-test.

The findings revealed as follows:

1. The students’ listening skills after learning through information transfer technique was
higher at significance level .01.

2. The students’ satisfaction towards learning through information transfer technique was
generally found at the “Highest” level.
